Extreme precipitation statistics, various durations and return periods - used
for drainage infrastructure design.

Horizontal and/or vertical points established to support surveying or
mapping projects. May be referenced to a datum and coordinate system or
just locally defined (e.g., fixed point for site survey). May or may not have a
physical marker.

Delineation of landforms following a classification scheme.

Areas delineated by dominant physical and topographic characteristics.

Point locations representing logistic sites that assist with emergency
response activities. Dataset includes the following: Community Points of
Distribution, State staging areas, Incident Support Bases and Forward Staging
areas, and Fuel points of distribution.

Areas denoting unique combination of specific fire, police, and EMS
responders.

Location of all military bases, facilities, and operations sites.
Quarantine facilities, livestock/animal shelters, etc.

Point locations of airports for representation at small scale.
Locations designated for the take-off and landing of helicopters.
Detailed port facility areas, regardless of mode.

Point locations of ocean or river ports operated to support the loading and
unloading of waterborne cargo.

Primary wire for communication distribution, including cable tv, broadband,
fiber, phone line.

Towers used to transmit communications, including cellular, radio,
microwave, etc.

Primary underground pipe used to distribute drinking water from treatment
plants to service laterals.

Delineation of water service area.

Electric power generation points including biogas, biomass, coal,
geothermal, hydro, natural gas, nuclear, solar, wave, and wind and
associated storage facilities.

Electric distribution poles.

Electric distribution line providing primary service Line from distribution
substations to transformers.
